Signed: Governor John S. Corzine and Nina Mitchell Wells Secretary of State  

 

The Proclamation reads: 

  

Whereas, the state of New Jersey face severe and chronic shortage of it blood supply; and 

  

Whereas, in 2007, New Jersey 45, 269 more units of blood than it collected; and 

  

Whereas, over the past 10 years New Jersey has routinely turned to other states to meet its supply demand;

Whereas, blood donations are need all 365 days of the year; and
